In an increasingly complex world the application of Simulation and Synthetic Environments to complex systems is

advancing rapidly and helping Industry, Commerce and Government explore and understand real world interactions.

In the UK defence domain NEC (Network Enabled Capability) is providing a central focus for the strategy to deliver

flexible and responsive military capability. 

The field of Simulation and Synthetic Environments is widely accepted as providing tools and solutions for exploring

the multi-level capability required for NEC and complex system, experimentation and analysis, using a mixture of live

and synthetic components.  In the non-defence domain, for example aerospace, petrochemical, transport and com-

merce, complex systems modelling and simulation is increasingly applied in support of systems engineering

process. However, there still remain many challenges and opportunities for further extending their capability and field

of application.

This one-day event seeks to stimulate Industry and Government-wide discussion on the future opportunities for

Systems Simulation and Synthetic Environments (SE) and how we can best identify and address the issues of using

S&SE.  Experts in the field will present lessons learnt from the use of Synthetic Environments and discuss potential

future opportunities and challenges.
